Thank you for your interest in forming a new GEWA sanctioned club.

The first step is to find out how much interest the Goddard community would have in your club.  Then provide me with some basic information (type of club, purpose, etc.) so that I may be aware of your direction and to verify that there isn’t already an existing club or another group with the same idea for a club.  If you feel the employee interest is favorable for your club, you should begin to form a club nucleus (officers) and prepare a Constitution / Bylaws.

Establishing a new club requires a base of at least 10 GSFC civil servants.

I am including examples of existing club Constitutions and Bylaws as guidelines.  You should tailor your Constitution / Bylaws to your own club’s need.  I also include a copy of the GEWA constitution.

The next step is to submit your Constitution / Bylaws and a list of 10 founding civil servants to me for the GEWA council to review.  After your club has been approved, you will be asked to provide further information about your club officers.

If you wish, a representative from your group may attend a GEWA Council meeting to give a

5-10 minute presentation about your organization.
