Among her other awards are the
Guggenheim Fellowship in 1954; Woman
of the Year by the Los Angeles Times in
1963; U.S. Department of Commerce
Silver Medal Award in 1967 and its
Gold Medal Award in 1972; Fellow of
the American Meteorological Society in
1968; NOAA (National Oceanic and
Atmospheric  Administration)  Distin-
guished Authorship Award in 1969; the
Professional Achievement Award of the
University of Chicago Alummni Associa-
tion in 1975; and the Vincent J. Schaefer
Award of the Weather Modification
Association in 1979.

Simpson pioneered in controlled ex-
periments in cloud-seeding research
during the early 1960s and carried out
pioneering research into a variety of
atmospheric factors influencing hurri-
canes. She was one of the first persons
to use an instrumented aircraft in mete-
orological research and the first to use an
instrumented aircraft as a scientific means
of determining the motions of clouds.

Simpson, whose father was the avia-
tion editor of the Boston Herald, became
interested in weather at an early age and
earned a student pilot license at the age

of 16.
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
