Engelberg is the highest ski area in the central Swiss Alps and is surrounded by mountains and glaciers of the Titlis resort at an elevation of nearly 10,000 ft.  There are 50+ miles of runs for all ski abilities (30% beginner, 60% intermediate, 10% advanced) with a vertical in excess of 6,000 ft.  The revolving cable car Rotair affords a 360-degree panorama of the majestic mountain scenery.  Engelberg has old world charm, an ancient monastery, and a train station within walking distance for day tours, such as to Lucerne. We will have an additional day in Basel, a city on the Rhine known for its museums, universities, market square, and old town, at the conclusion of the stay. This trip allows a mix of skiing, culture, sightseeing, and shopping in Europe.
