The construction of the Building 1 food service and dining area is well underway and will be open for business by June 1st.  We will offer branded food service in Building 1 featuring Starbucks, Subway, Hana Noodles and Sushi, and ROTI (a Mediterranean chipotle).  The design of the dining area is similar to the Building 21 cafeteria dining area, with a few improvements based on feedback we received from you. 

Construction of the Building 1 GEWA Exchange Store is also underway; however, the configuration of the area as retail space is on hold until completion of an analysis on the final configuration of the space and availability of additional funding.  In the meantime, the following services, previously handled through the GEWA Exchange Store, will continue to be available.

· Discount Ticket Purchases

Recreation Center reservation requests can be made through the NOMAD calendar GSFC-CAL-REC-CENTER.  Reservation requests are finalized through submission of GSFC Form 16-5 and payment of $75 to GEWA.  Please refer to http://gewa.gsfc.nasa.gov for further details.  

Orders for retirement gifts and business cards are being handled through Lila Howarth, in Building 1, Room 223, 6-2280.  The GEWA Business Office is in the process of having on-line forms created to make it more convenient for you to place your orders.

Discount tickets will be available through the Visitor Center Store by May 1st.  Based on feedback we received from you in the fall, we are looking into expanding the discount ticket services to include movie passes.  Ticketmaster purchases have been discontinued until the GEWA Exchange Store re-opens in Building 1.  Discount ski resort tickets are currently available through the Goddard Ski Club.  Please contact Harvey Walden for more information.

All items with a NASA and Goddard logo remain available through the Visitor Center Store.  Employees receive a 20% discount on all merchandise.

U.S. Post Office services continue to be available in Building 1, and the hours of operation have been expanded.  The Post Office now opens at 7:30 a.m. and closes at 2:00 p.m., Monday through Thursday, with no closure for lunch.
