Guidelines and Selection Process
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Guidelines

· A selection committee will be composed of one permanent member, and the photographers whose work is displayed at the time of the voting.

· Any member is eligible to be considered for the Building 1 Cafeteria display.  

· Only GSFC Photo Club members are eligible to display images or vote for images to be displayed.

· Only images taken by GSFC Photo Club members may be displayed.

· No member may exhibit for two consecutive exhibits.

· Members must associate their names with each image for the image to be considered.  

· If selected, the photographer will need to arrange for, purchase, and deliver to the committee a 16” X 20” or similar size print at his or her own expense.  

· Proportions of the print can be different from a 4:5 aspect ratio 
· Width must be between 13” and 16”

· Length must be between 16” and 20”  

· A high-resolution file of greater than 5 megapixels is recommended.  
· For a 4:5 aspect ratio, that means 2000 x 2500 pixels.  
· A borderless print is recommended.
· Eligible prints can be selected from the “Snap and Share”, “Photo Safari” or other club photo sets.  

· Prints will be returned to the photographer when the exhibit is over.

Guidelines and Selection Process (continued)


Process

· Committee selects the “Snap and Share” topic or photo set for the next exhibit.
· Committee down-selects approximately 12 “semi-finalist” images.
· Committee uses Survey Monkey or some other means for members to vote for one week.
· Each member gets 6 points/votes to distribute however they want.
· Top three images are selected, and selected photographers are notified within 3 working days after voting deadline.
· Committee serves as tie-breaker.
· In cases where something unexpected happens (one print is late, for example), the selection committee has the authority to solve problems.

· Photographers submit prints within 10 calendar days of being notified.  
· Prints are mounted and displayed in Building 1 Food Court frames.

· Committee returns previously displayed prints to photographers.
· General announcement is made notifying members that exhibit is on display.  

· New exhibits will be displayed every 2 to 3 months at the discretion of the committee.
